Pakistan however I helped out with the Sunday School sometimes.  
 
Q.   How is church there different from the US?  

A.   It is completely differ-
ent. In Pakistan the women 
and men sit on different 

sides of the Church and all 
the children sit on the floor 

in front of the podium. The services were conducted in Urdu. 

Also, there was no air conditioning in the summer and no heat in 
the winter - you were either freezing or sweating!  
 

Q.   What was your favorite food? Do you still get it in the Us?  
A.   Defiantly curry. I still get to eat it in the US when I go to an  
Indian restaurant.  

 
Q.   Were you parents still on the field when you came to college? If so how did you cope   
A.   My dad became Regional Director in my senior year. We had just 

evacuated to Canada and I was doing my senior year in a whole new 
school that I had never been to before and my parents had to be gone 

for several of 

those months. I 
didn't find it hard 
to cope because 

my parents had 
taught me so 
much that I didn't 

feel insecure 
about being in a 
new  environment.  
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Q.    What do you love about living in the US?  
A.   Being able to go to the grocery store and know that those items will be there the next time I go back. 

When I first got married I felt the need to stock  up on everything because I still had the mentality that if I 
didn't get it now who knew when I'd get it again. My husband had to reassure me that it would still be 
there!  

 
Q.   If you had to leave the US today to live overseas could you?  
A.   I could, I've lived so much of my life overseas that it actually comes more natural to be gone than 

here.  
 
Q.   How will you raise your children different because of your MK life?  

A.   I will teach my children to be more tolerant and open minded about different cultures and people. I 
want for my kids to be able to travel overseas and see people in third world countries and go to church 
services in those countries. You can just feel the hunger that they have for Jesus and see all over their 

faces how much they love Him. It is an amazing thing to be able to experience. I love being an MK & 
wouldn't trade it for anything.  
 

Q.   What is your biggest dream that you have not seen fulfilled yet?  
A. I would love to take my husband and kids back to Asia and show them where I grew up. I think that it is
