
Make a prayer cube by wrapping a square tissue 
box in plain paper. To represent ways we can pray, 
draw the following pictures on the sides of the cube: 
a stick figure with arms raised (praising), music 
notes (singing), a stick figure with hands together in 
prayer (asking), and heart (thanking), a sad face 
(being sorry), and ear (listening). Then write the 
corresponding words under each picture. 
     Gather your family members in a circle. Remind 
them that Daniel prayed throughout the day. Tell 
them that they can pray in many ways throughout 
the day, and show them the prayer cube. Tell your 
family they will take turns rolling the cube and 
praying to God by doing the action that is facing up.  
     Your actions: For praisingð say words that praise 
the Lord, for singingð sing yes Jesus loves me, for 
thanking- tell the Lord something you are thankful 
for. 
     The main thing is to have fun and pray together!
